Approve RFP  
The next step for Robinson Park to become eligible to apply for Legacy Funds is to update the parks Master Plan to meet the GMNRPT Commission requirements. The Council has directed staff to prepare a Request for Proposals for the required services.

Motion Franklin, second Stadin to approve the RFP for Robinson Park. Motion carried 5-0.
 
NEW BUSINESS:
SWCD – Robinson Park  
Pine Soil & Water Conservation District gets Clean Water funds to undertake cost share projects that protect and improve water quality. The local SWCD has funds available and asked if the City is interested in applying for the next project to provide a cost share of 75% of the project costs. The next project would be to devise ways to divert water from the road and parking lot from flowing into the river; additional plantings, rock and native plantings to further protect shorelands.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to authorize the City to apply for Clean Water cost share funds subject to determination of final costs and that total engineering costs are under $1,000. Motion carried 5-0.
