CALL TO ORDER: 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:
Staff stated that as the Union representative cannot make the meeting due to weather conditions, there would be no Closed Session for union negotiations at this meeting.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the agenda with addition of Jill Warner under Special Items of Business and adding a PeopleService report under Reports.  Motion approved 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Jill Warner appeared and reported on marketing efforts at Duluth show and with a request for funds to do a February show.

Motion Atterbury, second Stadin to approve $ 500 from 2014 budget for this marketing effort.  Motion approved 4-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Franklin commented on plowing of City streets.   Bonander reported that IceFest was a success.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the minutes from December 4, 2013.  Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: none

CONSENT AGENDA:  
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the Consent Agenda which approves and authorizes 2013 budget transfers; approves payments of year end regular business expenses; appoints Sharon Sanford to the Park & Recreation Commission; Accepts the resignation of Lawrence Klingsheim as volunteer at Lions Hill; approves Administrator to find new volunteer or hire temporarily someone for Lions Hill; and accept volunteers at Ice rink.  Motion carried 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:
Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve and pay Claims. Motion carried 5-0.
There was no Cash Balance report from Finance Officer.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: none

NEW BUSINESS: 
Change meeting date
The first meeting in 2014 is on New Year’s Day, a holiday.

Motion Stadin, second Kester to move the first 2014 Council meeting to Thursday, January 2.  Motion carried 4-0. 

Discuss sale of additional city land
The City has a purchase agreement with the Anderson’s for the southern portion of the old public works site.  The Anderson’s have inquired if the City would be willing to sell the remainder of the property to them.
At this time the City wishes to keep the compost site but has stated it would consider selling the other portion.  Staff investigated if there were any constraints on the sale of that piece as it received the land in a swap with the County.  The City Attorney did review and stated there were no restrictions.
To proceed with a sale, the property needs to be surveyed and new legal descriptions prepared.  The Council will also have to approve a parcel split when the survey is completed.  Those costs need to be included in the sale price of the property.
When the property was swapped the County did have an appraisal.  Staff will use that appraisal number as a base sale price.   Staff will come back to Council with this information.
The Council also needs to decide if it will give the Anderson’s a right of first refusal on the compost site if and when the Council would decide to sell it.
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Motion Kester, second Bonander to direct the Administrator to proceed with having a survey done on the property and to have a right of first refusal prepared for the compost site.   Motion approved 4-0. 

Discuss City response to County SSTS ordinance 
Pine County is in the process of adopting new SSTS regulations for subsurface sewage treatment systems.
This will bring the County into compliance with all new laws and regulations.  Their ordinance applies to all of Pine County unless the local governing body adopts stricter standards.
The City has not updated its ordinance to come into compliance and would have to find a qualified inspector for the approximately 25 systems within the City limits.
The consensus of the Council is to let the County adopt their ordinance and have the County enforce the ordinance within the City limits until such times as the Council decides it wishes to update its own ordinance.

REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the Paid claims report; Park & Recreation Commission minutes; Planning Commission minutes and PeoplesService operations report.  Motion carried 4-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES & COMMUNICATIONS: none

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
Staff reminded the Council of special meeting on Tuesday, January 7 at 6 pm to discuss the proposed Rental Property Ordinance with landlords.  Volunteers are still needed for the County’s Emergency Response Team and also for winter counts and surveys in Robinson Park.   Staff pointed out a draft Fee Schedule for Council to review for next meeting. Also noted was that Robinson Park was nominated and selected as one of ten iconic location in Minnesota for the second Minnesota Checkpoint program by DEED to encourage people to visit Minnesota in the winter.  He stated that contact had been made with the real estate firm that handles BNSF property concerning purchase of Angle Park and that discussions are underway with the owner on easements to run utilities to the hospital site.
