PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Devlin inquired about the repair of the train tracks.  Bonander informed the council that now would be the best time to fix the tracks per information he has received.  A call will be made inquiring about this.

Bonander attended the Legislative Action Day for the Coalition of Greater MN Cities.  He had the opportunity to ask the Governor a very in depth question about LGA.  Governor shook his hand at the end of the meeting and Bonander thanked him for his assistance with Essentia and the Governor said that we are not finished yet.  The Governor was giving the State of the State Address today and Bonander expressed his sincere appreciation that the Governor took time from a very busy day to talk with them.  Bonander also expressed his delight about being able to have a voice for our community.

NEW BUSINESS:
Small projects list-grant approval to get quotes
In discussion with the Fire Department, Park & Recreation Commission, Tree Board and Public Works, there is a list of small projects that require getting quotes on before proceeding.  The list included developing a bathroom at Ice Rink, paint the warming house at Ice Rink, do foundation work on chalet at Lion’s Hill.  In the City Parking Lot the projects would be to remove diseased or damaged trees and plant new pines to replace with tree purchase to come from the Tree Board.  At the Fire Hall there are repairs to the roof drainage; insulation of the truck bays, and the acquisition of a new siren and moving it to the Fire Hall. At the old Public Works Site the project would be to extend sanitary sewer to site.  In storm water to undertake a number of storm drain repairs and replacements,

Motion Kester, second Stadin to authorize Administrator to obtain information on the value of old Public Works Site and how best to sell it.  Atterbury abstained from the vote.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to authorize Administrator to obtain quotes for the projects listed as 2013 Small Project List One. Motion carried 5-0.

Set Special Meeting for Fire Formula meeting with Townships
Motion Devlin, second Kester to set Fire Formula Meeting for February 19, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. at the Sandstone City Hall.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consider proposal from Communication Capital Group
Communication Capital Group has approached the City with an offer to purchase the City’s interest in the T-Mobile contract with a lump sum payment.  The City attorney has reviewed the proposal and submitted comments about the financial arrangement.  

Motion Atterbury, second Kester to decline any agreement with Communication Capital Group.  Motion carried 5-0.
