Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Tauer, second Stadin to accept the agenda for November 2, with the deletion of 12B-Consider approval of Purchase Agreement. Motion carried 4-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Special request

Last May, there was a water line leak at 713 Aspen Court. When the City crew dug it up including the removal of a portion of the driveway. they found several springs the hole filled up with water. It took the City and its contractor a week to dewater the hole enough to do the repairs to the lines. The driveway could not be patched until the ground has dried and that was only recently.  The work was done by Rick Volk. The owner, Brianna Johnson, is not satisfied with the work that was done. Mr. Volk and the Administrator had met with the owner several times but could not reach a resolution.

Consensus was to have the Mayor and Council Member Kester meet with the homeowner and Rick Volk to discuss a plan of action. 

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Rose Spencer came before the Council to offer her proposal for the purchase of the Golf Course. Staff responded that the City is not accepting proposals until they are finished with Mr. Greenseth. He reminded the Council Members that they had passed a motion to negotiate exclusively with Mr. Greenseth. Spencer replied that she thought she had the second right to purchase. Staff returned that the Council never moved to that end and that if the agreement with Mr. Greenseth is not approved, then it will be open for more proposals and the City will notify interested buyers. 

Tauer noted that there is a dinner for the veterans at 5 p.m. on November 11 at the Golf Course. She also added that the street sweeper missed part of her corner. Atterbury stated that he was disappointed that the Chamber didn’t do a Halloween Party for the kids. He added that he does not feel that people are doing all that they used to. Kester agreed with him and added that the individual groups are not communicating and working together. Staff suggested that they invite different groups to an open house to discuss ideas for the upcoming year.

However, staff realized that some properties were not properly notified. The City will need to properly re-notify these properties. Therefore, the assessment hearing will have to be rescheduled.

PeopleService Contract

The City Council has been asked to review and adopt the proposed 2012 contract with PeopleService. The contract includes a 3.9% increase. The City’s approved budget includes most of this increase. Additionally, the maintenance amounts would be adjusted. 

Motion Atterbury, second Stadin to authorize the PeopleService contract adjustments and authorize its renewal. Motion carried 4-0.
