Special Items
Robinson Park – Master Plan amendment – projects & improvements
The request for designation of Robinson Park has been submitted.  The next step is to update the Master Plan to meet the Commission requirements.
The Commission was tasked to develop project and improvement ideas so that they can be incorporated in the Master Plan so that funding can be requested.

Staff has requested a project list from the climbers and other users.  The purpose of this meeting was to creat4e a list of possible improvements.

A separate list is attached and made part of the minutes. Staff and consultants will organize and arrange the projects and improvements into categories for inclusion into the Mater Plan amendment.

Robinson Park – Master Plan amendment – contract review and recommendation
Jody Rooney and Kathy O’Connell met with the Commission on the 14th to discuss their proposed contract.  They started out by stating that the existing Master Plan is very good and will only require some changes to discuss current uses and what is required by the GRMPT Commission to qualify to apply for Legacy Funds.  Some of the additions needed include the regional context of the park, collaboration efforts within the park, users and trends using the surveys already done.  There also needs to be a series of maps and drawings to show existing conditions; historic features, etc. and a drawing(s) to show future developments conceptually. Kathy O’Connell provided a resume that showed she had prepared four master plans and had won a state award for one of them.  After an extended discussion, the Commission requested the consultants to revise the proposal to cover the discussion on the 14th and to make sure the Commission ideas for projects are included.  

The revised proposal showed only minor change as the majority of the contract is for the costs of developing additional maps and drawings for the Plan.  There was still a concern if the consultant’s ability to perform as proposed and if the costs reflect the amount of work and effort necessary to create the required drawings and wordage.   

Motion White, second Franklin to recommend the Council proceed with amending the Master Plan with the Commission’s projects and improvements included but noting the Commission’s concerns about costs and ability to perform.  Motion approved 4-0.
