CONTINUING BUSINESS
Robinson Park Improvements

The Commission members reviewed the objectives listed in the Master Plan.  Which objectives are still valid, which need to be subtracted and what new ones should be added?  Understanding the objectives helps develop projects that implement those objectives.
The City has some basic infrastructure and storm water management projects.   How can they be done and not take away from the enjoyment of the park?

Should we replace and upgrade the stage so that events can be sponsored in the park.  But improving the state raises the questions if electricity and lighting need to be brought to the site and holding events means toilets and should there be another bathroom or should there be porta potties and events mean traffic and parking past the parking lot and how do you keep motorized traffic separate from walking trails. There will then be demands for camping and the members would like to see additional camping but not necessarily in the park.

How do you respect the historic nature of the park while still encouraging uses?

How do you make the park safer and more user friendly to all?

The climbers have a lot of ideas but the Commission is still the final arbiter and decision maker.

How do we connect the park to the rest of the community?

How do we connect the events in the park to the city’s businesses?

What are the wants versus the needs of the park?

The cost to upgrade the plan is high but does the result justify the cost.  Will the amended plan last twenty years?
