Motion Dybvig, second Apple to request the City to get a proposal and hire WSB to prepare an application for Legacy Funds.  Motion approved 4-0.

Continuing Business  

Priority Listing of projects - Robinson Park Master Plan
The Commission reviewed the project sheets which showed the points received for each project and a list of projects by points received.  Projects are listed without regard to cost at this time

The Commission saw no large surprises.  For clarification, items listed such a stormwater, etc are part of the total project and will be done to some extent regardless of which other activities are undertaken.

The Commission noted that part of the consideration will have to be the City’s costs of management and maintenance of the park.   

Some of the discussion concerned the larger trail that is handicap accessible and available to all getting priority over the other trails.  The boardwalk trails scored even lower as they will involve a higher cost of maintenance.
There was discussion about how some of the signage and the playground could be done by the City as part of the required match.

There needs to be a review to make sure the selected projects tie and connect the areas and uses of the park together to create a consistent whole.   We need to review to make sure that any projects with lower points may need to be done to support or make the higher scored project possible or useable.

There are some projects like the dam access and the bridge abutment that need engineering work to determine their cost and viability.

Another review is needed so that we can better direct the consultant in the direction we wish to go so that we can present a proposal to the public.

Other
Baum asked about the connector trail to the Munger Trail.  There needs to be further discussion about looking for improvement funds with the assistance of the County.
