Priority Listing of projects - Robinson Park Master Plan
The Master Plan needs to be submitted to the Commission for review and acceptance so that we can apply in July for funds. The Commission reviewed the project priorities.
The upper park would get campsites and a bathroom.  There would be a stairway to the lower level and the development of some trails to vantage points.

The lower park would get a change in parking areas and move the picnic shelter to make it larger in a different location.  A new and/or improved bathroom and the development of an all-weather handicap accessible trail along the river.

The Commission also wanted to make sure that all projects address storm water, river bank protection issues and other environmental issues and concerns.  These activities should happen whether or not the other projects are undertaken but are best if done in conjunction with the other projects and are part of the overall master planning. 
There are some historic preservation that needs to be done and depending on funding perhaps using funds to do the engineering on the stair design and to develop the plans to preserve the derrick and other buildings.

The Commission noted that part of the consideration will have to be the City’s costs of management and maintenance of the park.   

There are other projects like the dam access and the bridge abutment that need engineering work to determine their cost and viability.

Baum talked about the plans to hold Quarry Day activities on Sunday in Robinson Park.  There was a short discussion about previous history of Sunday activities in the park and issues with running water and electricity.
