A third consideration is some projects will require engineering work to determine their cost and viability.

After the projects were listed, the Commission and Ms Amberg tied them together to accomplish a plan that is cohesive yet meets the funding criteria.  Some projects were moved up or down to group with other projects.

Ms Amberg will review and send back a listing of projects by phases with estimated costs.
