Continuing Business  

Candace Amberg of WSB was present to present the project priorities grouped into three phases.  Descriptions and maps of each phase were reviewed.  It was noted that some of the Phase 1 projects might be moved into Phase 2 if the full grant request for Phase 1 is not approved.  
Tony Vavricka with Hard Water Sports expressed concern that the park is concentrated mainly in one area leaving the remaining parts of the park unused.  He is concerned about having too many people in one area and not using the park to its full potential.

Grants for Phase 1 and Phase 2 will be submitted at the same time.

Discussion was held on the importance of cleaning up remnants of the old dam.  Camping and the future of cabins in the park were also discussed.  It was decided that completing work on the old derrick should be moved into Phase 2 and building a boardwalk should be moved into Phase 3.

Other
Other items of discussion included:  tree board update, additional garbage barrel for camping area, and recycling bins for Robinson Park.

Discussion was also held regarding collecting fees from Robinson Park campers.  Deputy Anderson suggested that the City ask the owner of the Victory Station to collect money and hand out permits.  $1-$2 dollars of the $10 camping fee would be given to Victory Station for their time.  This would allow deputies the ability to know who should be camping and how long they have been there.  Administrator Seibert will follow up with the station owner and bring to Council.
