Vice Chair Dybvig called the meeting to order at 7:01 am

Motion White, second Colsrud to approve the agenda. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion White, second Kern to approve the minutes from May. Motion carried 5-0.

Continuing Business 

Robinson Park projects

Staff reported that the Phase 1 Cost Share program with Soil and Water in Robinson is completed.  The cost was about $ 14,500 and the City is being reimbursed by Soil and Water about $ 11,000.

The City has applied for Phase 2 of the project.  The results will not be known until late November or early December but the necessary matching fund are provided in the city budget.  This part of the project will concentrate on bank stabilization and erosion prevention and the re-doing of the parking area to control run-off.

Camping in Robinson Park

There was a continuing discussion about camping in the park and the rules and regulations tat should be adopted.  

There was discussion about security issues with people and activities in the park after dark.  It was suggested by member Franklin that only registered campers be allowed in the park after 10 pm.   Having campers should result in more visits to the Park by the Sheriff’s Department.

There is still no clear consensus on whether or not there should be reservations and a fee for camping or just donations.  The proc and cons were discussed.  The drop off ox by the library could be used for payments on the weekends.

Something needs to be said about swimming with the suggestion that the rules state swim

at your own risk.

There was a short discussion about advertising but except for the availability be mentioned in certain city blurbs that with only four sites word of mouth will keep the sites busy.

It was suggested that staff contact Banning State Park to make our regulations as compatible with theirs as possible.

Staff to provide a draft of rules and regulations for discussion.

Other 

Member Colsrud offered her resignation as her work schedule interferes with attendance.

Motion Franklin, second Dybvig to accept resignation with thanks for participation and involvement.  Motion carried 5-0.

Commission requested that tetherballs be provided in Johnson Park next spring.

Commission also discussed the probable need for re-leveling of the skating rink. There was some discussion about the bathroom but staff noted that the City could not find a line to the north.  Staff to see that porta-potties are provided this winter.

Adjournment
