OLD BUSINESS

Asphalt Plant location

The contract has not yet been awarded.  If the plant were to locate in the state gravel pit, the City was notified that MNDOT is exempt from local zoning and land use controls and they would make access street temporary state aid highways.
NEW BUSINESS

Commission membership

The terms of members L Gafkjen and A Spartz have expired. 

They expressed interest in being reappointed.

Motion Riley, second T Gafkjen to recommend to the City Council that L Gafkjen and A Spartz be reappointed to the Planning Commission.  Motion carried 4-0.

UPDATES

AYM is still are very enthusiastic and are awaiting their IRS non-profit designation so that can take over the Old School.

The Council is negotiating a Purchase Agreement with Rose Spencer for the sale of the Golf Course.

The demolition of the Milk Drying Plant is completed.  The City will have the wells secured and fenced and then the project will be complete.

Staff updated the Commission on the status of the Marketing Plan for the airport property and mentioned the issue he has had with the new DEED MN Prospector site not showing the City of Sandstone.

The City is proceeding with special legislation relating to the sale of the Wild River.  There will be a workshop on the sale or the refinancing of the property March 6. 

The Hospital District after giving notice to Essentia that they will not be renewing the lease, has set up a Transition Team to work through all of the issues relating to a separation.   The City has offered to provide them with a line of credit for those transition costs.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

Flood Plain Ordinance

Motion Spartz, second T Gafkjen to open Public Hearing.  Motion passed 4-0.

Staff presented a short overview of the ordinance.  An amended copy of the proposed ordinance was handed out.
