Sketch Plat
Patrick Bonander presented a proposed parcel split for consideration.  

The parcel in question is Lot 4 of the Auditor’s Subdivision.  It is currently 150 feet by 360 feet with a house a garage on the property.  The proposal is to split the property into two parcels with the one parcel containing the house and garage and the second would be vacant property. Both parcels would be served by a city street and by city utilities.

This action does not require formal action but review by the Planning Commission.

Commission saw no issues with the parcel split.

Hospital

The Demand study is completed and the financial feasibility work is underway.  Essentia has sent out an RFP for architectural services to do planning for the site.

Staff and Commission discussed the pro and cons of the four sites to be considered.

Old School

AYM and the ED have a handshake deal on the Development Agreement.  The asbestos analysis is completed and an RFP for a Phase 1 environmental will be out shortly. The EDA is awaiting a cost estimate for the final environmental analysis on lead based paint and microbial contamination.

A background history of the events leading to this stage was presented.

Library Space Planning

Staff handed out information from the latest public meeting specifically about the wishes and wants for space and uses.  There was also basic information about possible sites.

There was a discussion about the various sites and new construction versus rehab.  Also discussed were the various funding sources for different space.  
Art & History Center
As part of the planning for Library space, staff has asked that the planning group keep in mind that if available space should be planned for the Art & History Center.  There are other options including the Nemadji buidling.
Free Church

The Free Church has not made any decision on proceeding.
Nemadji Building

As this building is a possible site for library space, the Commission discussed how the conditions for the various conditional uses are being implemented.  Also, if sprinkling of the building takes place the Commission will need to revisit all the allowed uses.  A visit to the site was suggested.
