OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Updates
Hospital - Essentia had picked the airport site as the preferred site.  By early 2014 they will develop a financing plan and an ownership structure.  Work is also proceeding in developing an ownership and financing plan for long term care and assisted living.  

The Rock - AYM and the EDA closed on the building and they are starting their clean-up.
Library Space Planning - The group has narrowed the sites to be studied to three. After a presentation to the City Council in August, there is more in-depth work being done on each site with the next report due in early 2014.     
Casey’s – The City has issued all city permits and demolition has begun.  Casey’s is awaiting a final access permit from MNDOT.
Old public works site – City has closed with Anderson Recycling and closing is awaiting some title work.

NEW BUSINESS
Conditional Use permit violation

The Commission reviewed the documentation of the permit violation by Transmission Plus.  The permit allows for six for-sale cars all of which are to be marked.  There was a several week violation where there were as many as eleven cars.  The Commission discussed the actions taken by the Council.
Approve parcel split

There were two surveys done of the old public works site and the Commission has already taken action to approve the sale of the property.  The City attorney has recommended that with some of the title issues it would be best if there was a clear paper trail of Commission review and recommendation to the Council that the parcel be split.

Motion P Spartz, second T Gafkjen to recommend to the City Council that the parcel split of the parcel commonly known as the old public works site be approved.  Motion approved 5-0.
Discuss Zoning Changes

Staff asked the Commission to continue their discussion on the zoning for the hospital site, changes to industrial zoning on the surrounding land, what zoning for the land acquired and currently zoned medical services.

The general discussion came to the following consensus:
A. The forty acre hospital site should be rezoned to Medical Services.
B. The surrounding industrial zoning should be modified to a new industrial zoning reflecting specific uses compatible to hospital.

C. Consideration for zoning of land that may be annexed if services provided.

D. Land currently zoned Medical Services should be rezoned with the land along the highway and the Gateway second parcel should become Business Service and other should be rezoned Single Family PUD.

Re-use of EDA land

Staff reported that the EDA is discussing a policy for the sale and re-use of EDA properties including what incentives to offer when they are marketed.
