DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES:

The hospital project is proceeding.  The City should hear on the federal EDA grant by the end of July.  Construction is expected to start in early October.
Preliminary discussions are underway with an extended stay hotel developer.

CONTINUING BUSINESS:

Interim Ordinance - Moratorium
The ordinance requires the City to study whether or not the controls in place regarding long term care units are adequate and appropriate.
To accomplish this review the City needs to create definitions for long term care and multi-family to be able to differentiate.  This will impact the performance standards to apply to long term care facilities. Where is this a appropriate use?  What kind of use – permitted or conditional?   

The first discussion related to housing options and definitions.
The Commission proposed to add a definition for institutional residential.  This definition would incorporate all those other licensed housing options not covered or defined by the current state licensed residential use in the ordinance.   
Institutional residential would include, but not limited to boarding homes, convalescent care, nursing homes, assisted living, long term care, homeless shelter, treatment center, halfway houses, etc.  

The term long term care would include what we now call assisted living and memory care units with units for more intensive and comprehensive care.

Institutional residential would be a permitted use in Medical Services District and would be a Conditional Use in Single Family (R-2) and Multi- Family (R-3).  They would not be permitted in any other zoning district.
Long Term Care would have a parking requirement of one-half a parking space for each unit and one space for each employee on the largest shift.  Other institutional residential uses parking requirements would be set as part of the CUP process.  In Medical Services district parking requirements for other than long term care facilities would be set based on a recommendation from the Planning Commission.

Motion Riley, second Eberhardt to send a recommendation to the City Council that upon successful amendment of the Zoning Ordinance to incorporate the changes above, that the Council take action to rescind the Interim moratorium Ordinance.  Motion approved 4-0.
Land Use and Zoning changes for Business Park 
The Commission is tasked with determining which uses should be allowed next to the Medical Campus in the Business Park.  This will require amending the zoning ordinance and perhaps the creation of a new district. The determination of uses will guide how the land is subdivided to allow for their development.

The Commission determined that the forty acre parcel directly south of the Medical Campus should have a new zoning district – Industrial ( I – 3 ).
The third forty should continue as Light Industrial ( I – 1 ) with the use changes outlined in the use matrix.
The bottom forty should continue as Special Industrial ( I – 2 ) with the changes as identified in the use matrix.

Set Public Hearing
The next step with the moratorium review completed and the consideration of land uses adjacent to the medical campus, the next step is to draft amendments to the Zoning Ordinance and to amend the Zoning Map to reflect the recommendations from the Commission’s review.

Motion Eberhardt, second Gaede to set a Public Hearing on amending the Zoning Ordinance and the Zoning Map for Wednesday, August 12 at 7:05 pm.  Motion carried 4-0.
