PUBLIC HEARING
Zoning Ordinance amendment – institutional residential

Motion Frederickson, second Eberhardt to open the Public Hearing at 7:06 pm  Motion carried 4-0.
Staff presented the changes as made by the city attorney based on the Commissions previous discussions.  The amendment reflects the new definitions and the review and recommendations on where such developments should be allowed to develop.

Motion Eberhardt, second Gaede to close the Public Hearing at 7:12 pm.  Motion carried 4-0.
PUBLIC HEARING

Zoning Ordinance amendment – Industrial zoning

Motion Eberhardt, second Gaede to open the public Hearing at 7:26 pm.  Motion carried 4-0.

Staff presented the changes as made by the city attorney and staff based on previous Commission discussions but modified by the requirements of the federal EDA loan.  The federal EDA requires that no retail or entertainment facilities benefit from the EDA funds.
Staff also presented the changes to the Industrial District that will be next to the Medical Campus.  Many of the uses are the same but there is wording stating specifically that part of the approval will be a review of that uses impact on the medical campus. 

Motion Gaede, second Frederickson to close the Public Hearing at 7:42 pm.  Motion carried 4-0.

DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES: no report
CONTINUING BUSINESS:

Interim Ordinance and Zoning Ordinance
The ordinance required the City to study whether or not the land use controls in place regarding long term care units are adequate and appropriate.
To accomplish this review the City needed to create definitions for long term care and multi-family to be able to differentiate.  This will impact the performance standards that apply to long term care facilities. Other questions are where is this a appropriate use and what kind of use – permitted or conditional?   

The City attorney prepared a draft ordinance with new definitions and changes in where permitted as directed form the last Commission discussion.
Motion Eberhardt, second Riley to send a recommendation to the City Council that they approve the amended Zoning Ordinance with the language and use changes relating to long term care.  Motion approved 4-0.

Motion Riley, second Frederickson to send a recommendation to the City Council that upon the successful amendment of the Zoning Ordinance that the Council take action to rescind the Interim moratorium Ordinance.  Motion approved 4-0.
Amend zoning map

The Commission had already discussed the need to change the zoning of the long term care parcel to Medical Business.  Now that the actual legal of the parcel is know the Commission wishes to recommend changing the zoning of that parcel.

Motion Frederickson, second Gaede to recommend to the City Council that they amend the Zoning Map to change the zoning of the Long Term Care parcel being sold to KC Companies from Industrial (i-1) to Medical Business (B-4).  Motion approved 4-0.

Medical Business – set backs

There are front, back and side yard setback in Medical Services District.  There are not front and side yard setbacks in the Central Business District.  With the hospital, clinic and long term care connected it creates a situation where none meet the set back requirements

The City attorney has developed an amendment to the zoning ordinance which removes the side yard set back requirements but only for buildings in this district that are physically connected.

Motion Riley, second Eberhardt to recommend to the City Council that they approve the amendment to the zoning ordinance changing the set back requirements in Medical Business.  Motion approved 4-0.

Land Use and Zoning changes for Business Park 
The Commission then considered the input from the Public Hearing on the proposed Zoning Ordinance amendments.

Motion Eberhardt, second Frederickson to recommend to the City Council the language and use changes presented in the proposed amendments to the Light Industrial District (I -1).  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Riley, second Eberhardt to recommend to the City Council the language and use changes presented in the proposed amendments to the Limited Industrial District and that the Zoning Map be amended to include this new district.  Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:  
Parcel split
With the change in ownership of the clinic from NPAHD to Essentia and the expansion of the size of the long term care parcel there have been new surveys and legal description developed to reflect these changes. 
Motion Frederickson, second Eberhardt to approve the parcel splits and the new legal descriptions in the Business Park.   Motion carried 4-0.

Parcel sale

When the EDA sells land, the Planning Commission needs to review and comment on whether or not the sale meets the requirements and intent of the Comprehensive Plan.
Motion Riley, second Frederickson to recommend approval of the sale of the new parcel to North Pine Area Hospital District and the sale of the new parcel to Essentia Health. Motion carried 4-0.
