Motion A. Spartz, second C. Gaede to approve the minutes for April 13. Motion carried 6-0.
PUBLIC HEARINGS: 
Preliminary Plat for Business Park

Motion Eberhardt, second P. Spartz to open the first public hearing at 7:03 p.m. to discuss the preliminary plat for the business & medical park.  
No public comments were received.  
Motion A. Spartz, second Eberhardt to close the hearing at 7:06 p.m. 
Motion P. Spartz, second Gaede to recommend to the City Council approval of the preliminary plat for the business & medical park with recommendations to name the plat, “Business Park First Addition”, and retain the street name, “Lundorff Drive”.  Motion carried 6-0.
DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES: 
Staff provided an update on the hospital, infrastructure and KC Companies. Hospital construction is on schedule and budget.  The infrastructure project is out to bid with the project scheduled to begin early June.  Agreements are close to being signed with KC Companies with the project hoping to break ground in June.  NAPHD has a subcommittee that is considering various re-uses for the hospital building.  They are sending out a request for interest on the property. Library space planning has been completed with a recommendation to build new on the Credit Union site.  The Robinson Master Plan has been completed.  An application for Legacy funds will be completed by July 1.  No further discussions have been held with the Free Church regarding subdivision.  We are currently waiting for the analysis report to determine the improvement needs of the Art & History Center.  The Credit Union plans to begin construction June 1.  The City has been notified that they are on the short list of potential sites for Preventive Care, producer of medical gloves.

PUBLIC HEARING:

Conditional Use Permit – Minds Unlimited LLC – Charter School

Motion Eberhardt, second A. Spartz to open the public hearing at 7:17 p.m. to discuss the application for conditional use permit by Minds Unlimited LLC.  

Vicki Vanderbeck, with Pete Seeger Renaissance School, read a letter from Dr. Ringsred.  Judy Loken expressed concerns regarding the safety of the school and questioned costs to make repairs based on previous information.  John Cambronne reviewed the past history of repairs needed to the building and expressed his position that the charter school will allow for more opportunities and choices for students.  Karl Jentoft, project manager, explained that the building was built and used as a school and the best use would be a school.  Discussion was held regarding which agencies would be conducting inspections on the building.  

Motion P. Spartz, second Eberhardt to close the hearing at 7:40 p.m.

Further discussion was held and findings of fact reviewed for conditional use under the Sandstone Zoning Code. 

Staff encouraged school representatives to post a copy of the plans at the public library for community review.  

Motion A. Spartz, second P. Spartz to approve the conditional use permit for Minds Unlimited LLC with the following conditions:  Compliance with Building and Occupancy codes as determined by State Building Official, recognition of signage limitations, submit a plan for overflow/event parking, and restrict parking on Eagle Drive.  Motion carried 4-2 with Gaede and Fredrickson voting no.

Parcel Split – KC Companies Parcel
The EDA is proposing to sell property to KC Companies to develop a long term care facility. The parcel KC will be acquiring is smaller than the original proposal and a parcel split is required.
