1. Minutes from October 19th QoL meeting approved.
2. Thriving Community Steering Committee Minutes 
a. Val Palmer met with Sam Griffith and members of the other Thriving Community Task Forces (See attached minutes) on 20Nov15 to discuss and approve $1878 grant fund balance from 2015.  The following was voted on and approved:
i. 3 sandwich boards at $120/each
ii. remaining funds split 50/50 for Smithsonian Water exhibit transport for East Central students and the Backpack Food Program
b. 2016 Grant Application.  Grant will require a 50/50 cash match.  QoL Task Force agreed to consider fund raising activities in 2016.  Sam confirmed that QoL can expect Community Clean-up Day and Neighborhood Night Out to be covered 100% and Arts in the Park to be covered ~%50.  Fund Raising ideas:

vi. Donation cans set up around town with Arts in the Park concert schedule

3. 2016 Event Chairs – will address in 2016
4. Smithsonian Water Project
a. Meeting held on 19Nov15 at the Audubon Center, Val, Steve and Karry in attendance.  Agreed upon options for advertising:
i. Poetry contest – involve Chambers from the local towns to organize and offer prizes
ii. Parade Float – build 1 float to travel to all local parades.  Involvement from kids in all the towns to design and take care of logistics
iii. Fred Keller
iv. Rain barrels – Coke to donate rain barrels and community to paint
v. Mural – Carole Bersin artist.  Carole recommends the firehouse for the location.  Broken into 4 chronological segments.  Native Americans, Logging, Quarrying, Recreation.  Carole to speak to Arlene Oslowski for input and support on the Native American segment.  Proposed $15-20K for entire mural to cover labor and expenses.  Carole to work with OSAC to apply for various grants to help cover costs.  Carole will draft a proposal and present to City Council, QoL to attend in support.
Action: Val to reach out to Matt Ludwig to see if scaffolding is available for loan (city might own)
