3. Neighborhood Night Out  August 4 with the alternative date being August 11
a. According to the budget the City is donating $1000.00  towards NNO and the Initiative Foundation grant has $400.00 set aside.
b. $80.00 was given to each site to purchase the paper products and food in the past.  Val Palmer has the shopping list and will contact Leo Irlbeck about an updated shopping list for this year.
c. Steve Palmer will write a letter to the editor about NNO and the benefits to the community and asking for volunteers to host a site in their neighborhood.
d. Val Palmer will contact the United Church of Christ about hosting a site.  Jill Baum will contact the other previous hosts.  Matt Ludwig will contact the Sheriff Office about hosting for the Sandy Pines area.  (Matt talked to Sheriff Jeff Nelson and he will see if that is workable and get back to us.  It may not be possible because they have had requests from other towns as well about visiting neighborhoods that same night.  So they will need enough people to be patrolling as well as visiting all these areas.)  Keri will check on the FCI site.
e. Deb will see if she still has the invitations for each host to distribute and if she does not have it.  She will check with Karry White.  Otherwise a new draft will have to be made and Val and Steve have the paper to make the copies.
f. A map in the Pine County Courier similar to the City Wide Garage Sale with host sites marked and areas designated should be put in the paper the week before August 4th.
g. Possibly a public service announcement in the Courier, on WCMP, and on the Chamber website.
h. Matt Ludwig will talk to the Sheriff’s Office and the Fire Department about making it around town to the various host sites.  (The Sheriff was notified and will have a deputy available to go around unless something major comes up.)
4. Special Project Update by Jill Baum
a. Jill received a phone call and our area is a go for the special project in November and December of 2016.  A special thank you to her for all of her hard work and the community needs to be ready to get involved!
