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Robinson Park is a beautiful area with the potential to become a thriving park enjoyed by numerous visitors.  During our one night stay we noticed excellent aspects about the park. We also thought that some things could be improved or added to enhance the experience of visitors.  Visitor specifics is what our group was assigned to analyze in Robinson Park.  Getting noticed, what visitors can do once they arrive, and safety are the main points of interest we will discuss. 


Getting the visitor to the park is the first step in becoming a recognizable park.  Having a link on the Sandstone city website would be a great promotion for the park.  We also would suggest having a bolder and bigger sign at the park entrance.  A more noticeable sign would grab motorist’s eyes that are driving by.  To pay for the improvements suggested for the park it would be an idea to have a donation box for the park visitors to contribute for help with improvements.  This way the city does not have to put up all the money to support the park.


 Once the visitors are in the park the challenge is keeping them there and keep them coming back.  If they like what they experience then they will hopefully return soon.  T keep the visitors there a stationary information board by the entrance near the parking area would be ideal to inform visitors about activities, trails and Leave No Trace. Informing visitors about Leave No Trace would help keep the park looking beautiful for everyone.  Placing garbage and recycling bins throughout the park would give park visitors a better chance to leave no trace.  On this board you could suggest activities for visitors like rock climbing, hiking, bird watching, picnicking, fishing, whitewater rafting and canoeing.  Maps would also be helpful for visitors to navigate their way throughout the park.  Placing maps of important areas on the back side of the stationary information board would be a great resource for visitors to use.  The thought of having this board is ideal because instead of having actual brochures that can run out this will always be there for all visitors to read and it would save paper and money over time. 


The last aspect that deals with visitor specifics is visitor safety.  Hazards need to be visibly displayed for the safety of all park users.  Rock climbing walls and the river are main activities of the park that are very dangerous if not used correctly.  The river should have caution signs for very dangerous areas.  If there are any areas for swimming or if there should not be any swimming allowed signs should be posted.  

The rock climbing walls at the park should have signs leading to the area. At the entrance to the rock climbing trail would be another great location to have a climber’s information board similar to the first.  This way you can list cautions of the walls and proper rock climbing safety like wearing helmets at all times.  An excellent plan would be to contact the Access Fund. They are an organization that paves the way for rock climbers on underdeveloped climbing areas.  It would be great way to get the park recognized and become safer for all climbers. 

As visitors experiencing Robinson Park, it was easy to pin point what we would like to see improved upon.  Visitor specifics are key aspects important to the parks survival.  These key specifics of getting noticed, what visitors can do there, and safety will increase Robinsons’ Park chance to become an enjoyable and useful area for all visitors.
