Section 1150 – Non-commercial door-to-door advocates, peddlers, professional
fundraisers and solicitors
(Added, Ord. No. 2008-14)

1150.01.  Definitions.  Subdivision 1.  As used in this section, the terms defined in this section have the meanings given them.

	Subd. 1.  “Non-commercial door-to-door advocate” means a person who goes door-to-door for the primary purpose of disseminating religious, political, social or other ideological beliefs.  For purposes of this section, the term “non-commercial door-to-door advocate” shall include pamphleteering intended for non-commercial purposes.

	Subd. 2. “Peddler” means a person who goes from house-to-house, door-to-door, street-to-street or any other type of place-to-place movement, for the purpose of offering for sale, displaying for exposing for sale, selling or attempting to sell, and delivering immediately upon sale, the goods, wares, products, merchandise, or other personal property that the person is carrying or otherwise transporting.

	Subd. 3.  “Professional fundraiser” means any person, including a corporation or other entity, who, for compensation, performs any solicitations or other services for a religious, political, social or other charitable organization.

	Subd. 4.  “Solicitor” means a person who goes from house-to-house, door-to-door, business-to-business, street-to-street, or any other type of place-to-place movement, for the purpose of obtaining or attempting to obtain orders for goods, wares, products, merchandise, services, or other personal property of which the person may be carrying or transporting samples, or that may be described in a catalog or by other means, and for which delivery or performance shall occur at a later time.  The absence of samples or catalogs shall not remove a person from the scope of this provision if the actual purpose of the person’s activity is to obtain orders as discussed above.

1150.03.  Modified Green River Ordinance.  No non-commercial door-to-door advocate, peddler, professional fundraiser or solicitor shall go in or upon private residences or residential properties if such property has been posted with a sign forbidding non-commercial door-to-door advocates, peddlers, professional fundraisers or solicitors.  Such signs shall be posted in a conspicuous place on the property.  A sign posted on the door or entrance to a residence or residential property shall be deemed conspicuous for purposes of this section.
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11.50.05.  Registration.  Subdivision 1.  Any solicitor or peddler who intends to sell or solicit orders for the sale of wares, merchandise, or services at the private residences or on residential properties shall register with the city.  Such registration shall include the following information:

	a)	The name, address and telephone number of the solicitor, peddler, or hawker;

	b)	The name, address and telephone number or solicitor or peddler’s employer; and

	c)	A description of the goods, merchandise, wares or services being offered, including the brand name, if any.

	Subd. 2.  If any nonprofit corporation intends to sell or solicit orders for goods, wares, merchandise or services at residences or on residential properties, it shall provide the following information in its registration:

	a)	The name, address and telephone number of the nonprofit corporation;

	b)	A description of the goods, merchandise, wares or services being offered; and

	c)	The name, address and telephone number of a person who may be contacted for information concerning the organization and the selling or soliciting.

	Subd. 3.  Any person who provides false information on any such registration or who fails to register shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.

1150.07.  Exceptions.  The provisions of this section shall not apply to any person who has been invited to the residence or residential property by the resident thereof.
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
