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CHAPTER XII

SALE, CONSUMPTION AND DISPLAY OF LIQUOR AND BEER

Section 1200 – Alcoholic beverages
(Amended, Ord. No. 2014-02)


1200.01.  Definitions.  Subdivision 1.  For purposes of this section, the terms defined in this subsection have the meanings given them.

	Subd. 2.  “3.2 percent malt liquor” means a malt liquor that contains not more than 3.2 percent of alcohol by weight and not less than one-half of one percent alcohol by volume.

	Subd. 3.  “Club” means any corporation duly organized under the laws of the state of Minnesota for civic, fraternal, social or business purposes or for intellectual improvements or for the promotion of sports, or a congressionally chartered veterans organization, which must have more than 50 members, and which must for more than a year have owned or leased a building or space in a building of such extent and character as may be suitable and adequate for the reasonable and comfortable accommodation of its members and whose affairs and management are conducted by a board of directors, executive committee, or other similar body chosen by the members at a meeting held for that purpose, none of whose members, officers, agents or employees are paid directly or indirectly any compensation by way of profit from the distribution or sale of beverages to the members of the club, or to its guests, beyond the amount of such reasonable salary or wages as may be fixed and voted each year by the directors or other governing body.

	Subd. 4.  “Exclusive liquor store” means an on-sale or off-sale or combination on-sale or off-sale establishment used exclusively for the sale of intoxicating liquor at retail and under the control of an individual owner or manager and as an incident thereof may also sell ice, all forms of tobacco, non-intoxicating malt beverages, soft drinks, and all other items that are set forth in Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.412, subdivision 14 at retail.  An exclusive liquor store includes an on-sale or combination on-sale and off-sale establishment operating a restaurant or selling food for consumption on the premises.

	Subd. 5.  “Hotel” means any establishment having a resident proprietor or administrator, where in consideration of payment therefor food or lodging are regularly furnished to transients and which maintains for the use of its guests not less than ten guest rooms, with bedding and other suitable and necessary furnishings in each room, and which is provided with a suitable lobby, desk and office for registration of its guests, on the ground floor, and which employs an adequate staff to provide suitable and usual service, and which maintains under the same management and control as the rest of the establishment and as an integral part thereof a dining room with appropriate facilities for seating not less than 30 guests at one time, where the general public is, in consideration of payment therefor, served with meals at tables.
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	Subd. 6.  “Intoxicating liquor” and “liquor” mean ethyl alcohol, distilled, fermented, spirituous, vinous and malt liquors containing in excess of 3.2% of alcohol by weight.

	Subd. 7.  “Manufacturer” means a person who, by a process of manufacture, fermenting, brewing, distilling, refining, rectifying, blending, or by the combination of different materials, prepares or produces intoxicating liquor.

	Subd. 8.  “Minor” means a person under the age specified in Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.503.

Subd. 9.  “Off-sale” means the sale of liquor or 3.2 percent malt liquor in original package in retail stores for consumption off the licensed premises only.

	Subd. 10.  “On sale” means the sale of liquor or 3.2 percent malt liquor for consumption on the premises only.

	Subd. 11.  “On-sale wine” means the sale of wine not exceeding 14% alcohol by volume in premises licensed under this section which meet the qualifications of Minnesota Statutes Section 340a.404, subdivision 5 and this section.  A holder of an on-sale wine license who is also licensed to sell 3.2 percent malt liquor at on-sale pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.411 and whose gross receipts are at least 60 percent attributable to the sale of food, may sell intoxicating malt liquors at on-sale without an additional license.

	Subd. 12.  “Package” or “original package” means any container or receptacle holding liquor or 3.2 percent malt liquor, which container or receptacle is corked or sealed.

	Subd. 13.  “Restaurant” means any establishment, other than a hotel, under the control of a single proprietor or manager, having appropriate facilities for the serving of meals to not less than 30 guests at one time and where meals are regularly furnished at tables to the general public and which employs an adequate staff to provide the usual and suitable service to its guests, and the principal part of the business of which is the serving of foods.

	Subd. 14.  “Sale” and “sell” and “sold” mean all barters, and all manners or means, of furnishing intoxicating liquor and including such furnishing in violation or evasion of law.

	Subd. 15.  “Sunday sale” means the sale of liquor by the glass for consumption on the premises, in conjunction with the serving of food by the licensee, pursuant to a special license therefor issued by the city as authorized by state law.
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	Subd. 16.  “Tavern” means a place other than a bona fide club that in addition to serving its guests 3.2 percent malt liquor, the premises is used, maintained, advertised, or held out to the public to be where:

a)	Music of any kind whatsoever is played that is live or recorded by a band or orchestra or by a machine or device of any kind whatsoever; or

b)	There is singing, dancing, vaudeville, stage shows, or any other amusement of any kind whatsoever.

	Subd. 17.  “Wholesaler” means a person who sells alcoholic beverages to persons to whom sale is permitted under Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.310 from a stock maintained in a warehouse in the State.

	Subd. 18.  “Wine” means the product made from the normal alcoholic fermentation of grapes, including still wine, sparkling and carbonated wine, wine made from condensed grape must, wine made from other agricultural products than sound, ripe grapes, imitation wine, compounds sold as wine, vermouth, cider, sherry and sake, in each instance containing not less than one-half of one percent nor more than 24 percent alcohol by volume for nonindustrial use.  Wine does not distilled spirits.

1200.03.  License required.  Except as provided in this Chapter, no person may directly or indirectly, on any pretense or by any device, sell, barter, keep for sale, charge for possession, or otherwise dispose of intoxicating liquor, wine, or 3.2 percent malt liquor without having obtained the required license or permit.

1200.05.  Qualifications of applicant.  A license may not be issued to the following persons:

a)	a person who is not of good moral character and repute; 

b)	a person who within five years prior to the application for such license has been convicted of a willful violation of any law of the United States, or the state of Minnesota, or any local ordinance, with regard to the manufacture, sale, distribution or possession for sale or distribution of an alcoholic beverage within five years of the license application;

c)	a minor;

d)	a person who has in his or her possession a federal wholesale liquor dealer’s tax stamp;

e)	a person who has had an intoxicating liquor license revoked within five years of the license application or a 3.2 percent malt liquor license revoked within one year of the license application;  

f)	a person who has a direct or indirect interest in a manufacturer, brewer, or wholesaler; or

g)	a person who has been convicted of a felony or a willful violation of a federal or state law or local ordinance governing the manufacture, sale, distribution, or possession for sale or distribution of an alcoholic beverage within five years of the license application.
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1200.07.  Restrictions on issuance.  Subdivision 1.  Premises only.  Each license shall be issued only to the applicant for the premises described in the application.

Subd. 2.  Multiple ownership.  Not more than one license shall be directly or indirectly issued within the city to any one person.

	Subd. 3.  Delinquent financial claims.  No license or permit shall be granted for operation on any premises on which taxes, assessments, utility charges, service charges, or other financial claims of the city are delinquent or unpaid.

	Subd. 4.  Licensee must be proprietor.  A 3.2 percent malt liquor license may not be granted to an applicant unless that person is the actual owner or proprietor of the premises where the 3.2 percent malt liquor is to be sold. 

	Subd. 5.  Federal tax stamp holder.  A 3.2 percent malt liquor license may not be granted to a holder of a federal retail dealer’s special tax stamp for the sale of intoxicating liquor at any place, unless the holder also has a license to sell intoxicating liquor at that location.

	Subd. 6.  Proximity to schools and religious institutions.  An intoxicating or 3.2 percent malt liquor license may not be granted for a building or place within 300 feet of any school building or religious institution without 60 days prior notification given by the city administrator to the entity or organization operating the school or religious institution.

	Subd. 7.  Revoked license.  An intoxicating or 3.2 percent malt liquor license may not be granted to a premises where a 3.2 percent malt liquor license has been revoked for any reason until at least one year has elapsed from the date of the revocation.
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1200.09.  License procedure.  Subdivision 1.  Individuals.  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

a)	New applicants.  A person desiring a license from the city must file with the city administrator a verified written application on a form provided by the city and include the information required by the Commissioner of Public Safety.  Every application for a new license shall include the following information:  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

1)	Name and age of the applicant;  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

2)	The exact street address or legal description of the premises where the licensed business is to be conducted;  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

3)	The name or names of all persons owning or having an interest in and the extent of such interest in the licensed business, including their ages, occupations, residence addresses, and place of business;  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

4)	A list of all leases or subleases of the premises where alcohol is to be sold;  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

5)	A list of all alcohol businesses in which the applicant has an interest in and the extent of such interest; and  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

6)	Any other information deemed necessary by the city.  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

(b)	Applicants renewing a license.  Applicants that are renewing a license are required to provide the information listed in the above paragraphs (1), (2), (3), and (6) only.  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)
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	Subd. 2.  Partnerships; corporations.  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

a)	New applicants.  If the applicant is a corporation or partnership, the applicant must supply the information listed in subdivision 1 (a) above for the manager of the licensed premises and must also list the name and general purpose of the corporation or partnership and the state under which it is incorporated or organized.  The following information is also required:  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

1)	The names and addresses of all partners if a partnership and the names of all officers, directors, and stockholders, and their addresses if a corporation;  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

2)	Each individual’s interest in the license and the extent of such interest;  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

3)	The name or names of the individual or individuals having the controlling interest in the corporation or partnership; and  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

4)	The name of any municipality in the state of Minnesota in which the applicant has held or presently holds a license for the sale of alcohol.  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

b)	Partnerships and corporations renewing a license.  Partnerships and corporations that are renewing a license are required to provide the information listed in subdivision 1 (b) above and are not required to provide the information set forth in subdivision 2 (a) above, provided that no information that is required in subdivision 2 (a) above has changed since the previous application.  If any of the information has changed, the applicant shall provide this information in its renewal application.  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

c)	If at any time during the term of a license held by a corporation or partnership, the manager of the licensed premises is changed, the licensee must promptly notify the city administrator and submit the information required by subdivision 1 (a) on the new manager.  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

	Subd. 3.  Financial responsibility.  Subdivision 1.  Prior to the issuance of a license, the applicant must file with the city administrator satisfactory evidence of adequate financial responsibility in the amount of the insurance coverage and subject to the conditions specified in Minnesota Statutes, Section 340A.409.  This proof must be filed with the city and the Commissioner of Public Safety.  Any liability insurance policy filed as proof of financial responsibility under this subdivision shall conform to Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.409.  The city must be named as an additional insured on the insurance policies.  If the event is to be held on city-owned property or right-of-way, the license holder shall sign an agreement to hold the city harmless and indemnify and defend the city for acts of the license holder.  Operation of a business licensed under this section without having in effect, and having evidence on file with the city of, the financial responsibility required by this subdivision is grounds for revocation or suspension of the license.  (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)
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1200.11.  Investigation of license applicants.  Subdivision 1.  Preliminary background and financial investigation.  A new or renewal application for a license will be referred to the city administrator to conduct a preliminary background and financial investigation of the applicant or the city may contract with the Commissioner of Public Safety for the investigation.  Every individual or person having any beneficial interest in the license must be so investigated.  The results of the preliminary investigation must be sent to the Commissioner of Public Safety if the application is for an on-sale intoxicating liquor license or an on-sale wine license.

	Subd. 2.  Comprehensive background and financial investigation.  If the results of the preliminary investigation warrant, in the sound discretion of the city administrator, a comprehensive background and financial investigation, the city may conduct the investigation itself or contract with the Commissioner of Public Safety for the investigation.  The results of the comprehensive investigation shall be sent to the Commissioner of Public Safety if the application is for an on-sale intoxicating liquor license or an on-sale wine license.

1200.13.  Notice.  The city administrator must give mailed notice of the council consideration of application for a new on-sale intoxicating liquor license to property owners and residents of residential properties within 500 feet of the location of the licensed premises.  The notice must (i) be mailed at least 10 days prior to the date of council consideration, (ii) state the date, time and place of the council meeting, (iii) the address of the licensed premises, (iv) the name of the applicant and the proposed name of the licensed premises.  Failure to give the notice does not affect the validity of the license.

1200.15.  Hearing and issuance.  The city council shall investigate all facts set out in the application and not investigated in the preliminary or comprehensive background and financial investigations.  Opportunity shall be given to any person to be heard for or against the granting of the license.  After the investigation and hearing, the council shall in its sound discretion grant or deny the application.  No license shall become effective until the proof of financial security has been approved by the Commissioner of Public Safety, if required by Minnesota Statutes Chapter 340A.
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1200.17.  Fees.  Subdivision 1.  Fees.  Every new applicant must pay to the city treasurer the investigation and license fees set by the city’s fee schedule.  The investigation fees must be paid for each individual when more than one individual has a beneficial interest in the license whether a partnership, corporation or a group by whatever arrangement, to pay for the cost of investigation of each additional individual having a beneficial interest in a license regardless of the nature and extent of such interest.  If the cost of the investigation is less than the investigation fee that is charged, the unused balance will be returned to the applicant.

Subd. 2.  License Fee Reduction.  The annual fee for an off-sale intoxicating liquor license shall be reduced by $100 if at the time of application and before any renewal, the licensee:

a)	Agrees to have a private vendor approved by the city train all of its employees within 60 days of hire and annually thereafter in laws pertaining to the sale of alcohol, the rules for identification checks, and the responsibilities of establishments serving intoxicating liquors:

b)	Posts a policy requiring identification checks for all persons appearing to be 30 years old or less; and

c)	Establishes a written cash award and incentive program to award employees who catch underage drinkers and a written penalty program to punish employees in the event of a failed compliance check. 

	Subd. 3.  License fee refunds.  A refund of a pro rata share of an annual license fee may occur only if authorized by Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.408, subdivision 5.

1200.19  Failure to disclose or makes false statements.  In the event that the applicant for a license, or a holder of an existing license fails to make full disclosure to the council or administrator, makes a false statement on the license application or fails to promptly produce books, records, leases or subleases or to promptly correct any deficiency in the operation or management of the premises as requested, then such action may be sufficient grounds of itself for denial of the new license, revocation or suspension of an existing license or refusal to renew an existing license.

1200.21.  Number of intoxicating liquor licenses.  The city has the authority to issue five on-sale and four off-sale intoxicating liquor licenses.    (Amended, Ord. No. 2014-13)

1200.23.  License year and renewal.  Pro rata licenses may be issued to new licensees for a partial year.  A period of less than one month that the license is in effect will be considered and computed as one month for the payment of the pro rata fee, except as provided in this subsection.  Licenses expire on the 30th day of June of each year.  The council may in its discretion provide by resolution for an increase or decrease in the financial security, if permitted by law, or the payment of an “on sale” or “on sale wine” license fee in two equal installments payable on or before December 1 and June 30 of each license year.  Licenses commence on July 1 of each year.  Failure to pay license fees or installments thereof terminates the license, and the license may be reinstated only after at least ten days' notice and hearing before the council.  A change of license fee or change in proof of financial responsibility requirements is effective immediately for new licenses, but for renewal licenses such changes are effective at the expiration of the current license year in which the increase or decrease was approved by the council.  At least 90 days before a license issued under this chapter is to be renewed, an application for renewal must be filed with the city.  The decision whether or not to renew a license rests within the sound discretion of the council.  No licensee has a right to have the license renewed. 

1200.25.  Types of licenses.  The council may issue the following types of licenses: 

a)	Off-sale intoxicating liquor licenses which may be issued only to exclusive liquor stores;

b)	On-sale intoxicating liquor licenses, which may be issued to the following establishments as defined by this section and Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.101:

1)	Hotels;

2)	Restaurants;

3)	Bowling centers;

4)	Theaters;

5)	Clubs which may be issued only with the approval of the Commissioner of Public Safety;

6)	Congressionally chartered veterans organizations; and

7)	Exclusive liquor stores.
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c)	3.2 percent malt liquor on-sale licenses, which may be issued only to the following establishments:

1)	Golf courses; 

2)	Restaurants;

3)	Hotels; 

4)	Clubs;

5)	Bowling centers; and

6)	Establishments used exclusively for the sale of 3.2 percent malt liquor with the incidental sale of tobacco and soft drinks;

d)	3.2 percent malt liquor off-sale licenses;

e)	Sunday on-sale intoxicating liquor licenses which may be issued only to a restaurant, club, bowling center, or hotel which has table seating capacity of at least 30 persons, which holds an on-sale intoxicating liquor license, and which serves liquor only in conjunction with the service of food.  Food service must be provided continuously during operating hours.  The food preparation area of the establishment and the food service staff must be capable and adequate to prepare and serve the presented menu.  The menu must consist of not less than a selection of pizza, sandwiches, hot dogs, and snacks;

f)	Combination on-sale/off-sale intoxicating liquor licenses;

g)	On-sale wine licenses, with the approval of the Commissioner of Public Safety to: 

1)	Theaters that meet the criteria of Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.404(b);

2)	Restaurants that have facilities for seating at least 25 guests at one time and meet the criteria of Minnesota Statutes Section 340.404, subdivision 5; 

3)	Licensed bed and breakfast facilities which meet the criteria of Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.401, subdivision 1; 

A holder of an on-sale wine license who also holds an on-sale 3.2 percent malt liquor license is authorized to sell malt liquor with a content over 3.2 percent (strong beer) without an additional license.
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h)	Culinary class limited on-sale licenses which may be issued to a business establishment not otherwise eligible for an on-sale intoxicating liquor license that, as part of its business, conducts culinary or cooking classes for which payment is made by each participant or advance reservation required.  The license authorizes the licensee to furnish to each participant in each class, at no additional cost to the participant, up to a maximum of six ounces of wine or 12 ounces of intoxicating malt liquor, during and as part of the class, for consumption on the licensed premises only.

i)	Brew pub on-sale intoxicating liquor or on-sale 3.2 percent malt liquor licenses, with the approval of the Commissioner of Public Safety, which may be issued to brewers who operate a restaurant in their place of manufacture and who meet the criteria established in Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.301, subdivisions 6(d) and 7(b).  Sales under this license at on-sale may not exceed 3,500 barrels per year.  If a brew pub licensed under this paragraph possesses a license for off-sale under paragraph (j) below, the brew pub’s total combined retail sales at on-sale or off-sale may not exceed 3,500 barrels per year, provided that off-sales may not total more than 500 barrels.

j)	Brewer off-sale intoxicating liquor licenses, with the approval of the Commissioner of Public Safety, which may be issued to a brewer that is a licensee under paragraph (i) above or that produces fewer than 3,500 barrels of malt liquor in a year and otherwise meets the criteria established at Minnesota Statutes Section 304A.301, subdivisions 6(d) and 7(b).  Off-sale of malt liquor shall be limited to the legal hours for off-sale at exclusive liquor stores in the city.  Malt liquor sold off-sale must be removed from the premises before applicable off-sale closing time at exclusive liquor stores.  All malt liquor sold under this license must be packaged in the manner required by Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.301, subdivision 7.  Sales under this license may not exceed 500 barrels per year.  If a brewer licensed under this paragraph possesses a brew pub on-sale intoxicating liquor or brew pub on-sale 3.2 percent malt liquor license, the brewer’s total retail sales at on-sale or off-sale may not exceed 3,500 barrels per year, provided that off-sales may not total more than 500 barrels.
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1200.27.  Temporary licenses.  Subdivision 1.  Types of temporary licenses.  The following temporary licenses may be issued in the city:

a)	Temporary 3.2 percent malt liquor licenses which may be issued only to a club, charitable, religious, or nonprofit organization;

b)	Temporary on-sale intoxicating liquor licenses with the approval of the Commissioner of Public Safety, which may issued only in connection with a social event sponsored by a club, charitable, religious, or other nonprofit corporation that has existed for at least three years.  No license shall be for longer than four consecutive days, and no more than 12 days’ worth of temporary licenses to any one organization in one calendar year will be issued.

c)	Temporary off-sale wine licenses, with the approval of the Commissioner of Public Safety, may be issued for the off-sale of wine at an auction.  A license issued under this paragraph authorizes the sale of only vintage wines of a brand and vintage that is not commonly being offered for sale by an wholesaler in Minnesota.  The license may authorize the off-sale of wine for not more than three consecutive days provided not more than 600 cases of wine are sold at any auction.

d)	Brewer off-sale intoxicating liquor licenses, with the approval of the Commissioner of Public Safety, may be issued to a brewer that holds a brew pub on-sale intoxicating liquor or a brew pub on-sale 3.2 percent malt liquor license or that produces fewer than 3,500 barrels of malt liquor in a year and otherwise meets the criteria established in Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.301, subdivisions 6(d) and 7(b).  Off-sale of malt liquor shall be removed from the premises before the applicable off-sale closing time at exclusive liquor stores.  All malt liquor sold under this licensee must be packaged in the manner required by Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.301, subdivision 7.  Sales under this license may not exceed 500 barrels per year.  If a brewer licensed under this section possesses a brew pub on-sale intoxicating liquor license or brew pub on-sale 3.2 percent malt liquor license, the brewer’s total retail sales at on-sale or off-sale may not exceed 3,500 barrels per year, provided that off-sales may not total more than 500 barrels.

e)	Brewer temporary on-sale intoxicating liquor licenses may be issued with the approval of the Commissioner of Public Safety, to brewers who manufacture fewer than 3,500 barrels of malt liquor in a year for the on-sale of intoxicating liquor in connection with a social event within the city sponsored by the brewer.

	Subd. 2.  Insurance required.  A certificate of insurance is required for temporary liquor licenses.  The insurance policy must have at least $1,000,000 in liquor liability coverage.  If the license is being issued for an event that is to be held on city property or city right-of-way, the city must be named as an additional insured and the license holder must sign an agreement that holds the city harmless and indemnifies and defends the city for acts of the license holder.  
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1200.29.  Community festival liquor permits.  The holder of an on-sale intoxicating liquor license issued by the city may sell intoxicating liquor off the licensed premises at a community festival held within the city if the licensee obtains a community festival liquor permit from the city council.  A general public hearing is required for the permits to be issued under this section for all first time applicants.  A public hearing may be required for previous applicants at the option of the city council.  The applicant must submit an application to the city council.  The application must include the following information:  

a)	a description of the event that the applicant proposes to hold, including whether the event includes musical or other entertainment, games, athletic contests or other activities, and an estimate of the number of persons who will attend the event;

b)	a security plan that depicts the property where the liquor sales will occur; the area where liquor will be dispensed and consumed; the location and placement of any barriers that will be used to separate the dispensing and consumption area from the remainder of the property; the location of all entrances to the dispensing and consumption area; the procedures to be used to prevent sales or consumption of alcoholic beverages by underaged persons, the number and location of security personnel to be used; the day(s) and hours of sale; and the location and number of parking spaces available for the event; and other elements as may be required by the permit review or the public hearing;

c)	if the applicant does not own the property where the sales will occur, an executed lease for such property;

d)	proof of liquor liability insurance in the amount of $1,000,000.  If the community festival is to be held on city property or city right-of-way, the city must be named as an additional insured and the license holder must sign an agreement that holds the city harmless and indemnifies and defends the city for acts of the license holder; and

e)	the permit fee as established by the city’s fee schedule.

The city council may grant the liquor permit if the council determines that the proposed event will not be detrimental to the health, safety, and welfare of the community and that adequate provisions for security have been made.  Compliance with the provisions of the security plan, as approved by the city council, shall be a condition of the permit.  If the event meets the definition of a “special event” pursuant to Section 960 of the city code, a special event permit for the event is also required.
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1200.31.  Transfer of license.  No license under this chapter may be transferred without approval of the city council.  Any transfer of stock of a corporate license is deemed to be a transfer of the license, and a transfer of stock without prior city council approval is a ground for revocation of the license.  An application to transfer a license shall be treated the same as an application for a new license, and all of the provisions of this chapter applying to applications for a license shall apply.

1200.33.  License revocation or suspension.  Subdivision 1.  Violations of law.  The council shall either suspend for a period not to exceed 60 days or revoke any liquor license upon finding that the licensee has failed to comply with any applicable statute, regulation, or provision of this chapter relating to liquor.  Except in the cases of lapse of proof of financial responsibility, no suspension or revocation shall take effect until the licensee has been afforded an opportunity for a hearing.

	Subd. 2.  Minimum periods of suspension or when revocation is warranted.  The following are the minimum periods of suspension or when revocation is warranted which shall be imposed by the city council for violations of this chapter or Minnesota Statutes Chapter 340A or any rules promulgated under that chapter:

a)	For commission of a felony related to the licensed activity, sale of alcoholic beverages while the license is under suspension, sale of intoxicating liquor where the only license is for 3.2 percent malt liquor, or violation of section 1220 of this chapter, the license shall be revoked.

b)	The license shall be suspended by the city council after a finding that the licensee has failed to comply with any applicable statute, rule, or provision of this chapter for at least the minimum periods as follows:

1)	For the first violation within any three year period, at least one day suspension in addition to any criminal or civil penalties which may be imposed.

2)	For the second violation within any three year period, at least three consecutive days suspension in addition to any criminal or civil penalties which may be imposed.

3)	For the third violation within any three year period, at least seven consecutive days suspension in addition to any criminal or civil penalties which may be imposed.

4)	For a fourth violation within any three year period, the license shall be revoked.

	Subd. 3.  Effect on Sunday sale licenses.  Upon suspension or revocation of an “on sale” liquor license, the suspension will include the automatic revocation or suspension of “Sunday sale” license which is held by the suspended “on-sale” license holder.  Further, the city council may at its discretion, suspend or revoke both the “on-sale” and “Sunday sale” licenses, upon any violation or conviction under the “Sunday sale” license, or may suspend or revoke the “Sunday sale” license only.

1200.35.  License posting.  Licenses must be posted in a conspicuous place in the premises for which they are issued.

1200.37.  Conditions of license.  Subdivision 1.  Unlawful acts.  Licenses issued under this section are subject to the conditions of this subsection.  The failure of a licensee to meet any one of the conditions of the license specified below shall result in a suspension of the license until the condition is met.  The act of any employee on the licensed premises is deemed the act of the licensee as well and the licensee will be subject to all penalties provided by this chapter and the law for acts of the licensee’s employees.

a)	Every licensee is responsible for the conduct of the place of business and the conditions of sobriety and order in it. 

b)	Every licensee must allow a peace officer, health officer, city employee, or any other person designated by the city council to conduct compliance checks and to otherwise enter, inspect, and search the premises of the licensee during business hours and after business hours during the time when customers remain on the premises without a warrant.

c)	No on-sale establishment shall display liquor to the public during hours when the sale of liquor is prohibited.

d)	Compliance with financial responsibility requirements of state law and this chapter is a continuing condition of any license.

e)	Failure by an off-sale intoxicating liquor licensee who has received a fee reduction pursuant to section 1200.15, subdivision 2 of this chapter to abide by the provisions of that subdivision.

1200.39.  Minors.  The provisions of Minnesota Statutes Section 340A.503 are adopted by reference.  No person under the age of 18 years may be employed in any room constituting the place in which intoxicating liquor or 3.2 percent malt liquor is sold at retail on-sale, except that persons under the age of 17 may be employed as musicians or to perform the duties of a bus person, host or dishwashing services in places defined as a restaurant, hotel, or other multi-purpose building serving food in rooms in which intoxicating liquor or 3.2 percent malt liquor is sold at retail on-sale.  No person under the age of 21 years may enter a licensed establishment except to work, consume meals on premises that qualify as a restaurant, or attend social functions that are held in a portion of the premises where liquor is not sold.
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1200.41.  Restrictions on sales and consumption.  Subdivision 1.  Hours and days of sale.  The hours of operation and days of sale shall be as follows:

a)	3.2 percent malt liquor.  No sale of 3.2 percent malt liquor may be made between 1:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. on the days of Monday through Saturday, nor between 1:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. on Sunday.

b)	Intoxicating liquor; on-sale.  No sale of intoxicating liquor for consumption for consumption on the licensed premises may be made:

1)	between 1:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. on the days of Monday through Saturday;

2)	after 2:00 a.m. on Sunday, except as provided in paragraph (c) of this section.

c)	Intoxicating liquor; Sunday sales; on-sale.  A restaurant, club, bowling center, or hotel that holds a Sunday sale license may sell intoxicating liquor for consumption on the premises in conjunction with the sale of food between the hours of 10:00 a.m. on Sundays and 2:00 a.m. on Mondays.

d)	Intoxicating liquor off-sale.  No sale of intoxicating liquor may be made by an off-sale licensee:

1)	on Sundays;
2)	before 8:00 a.m. or after 10:00 p.m. on Monday through Saturday;
3)	on Thanksgiving Day;
4)	on Christmas Day, December 25; or
5)	after 8:00 p.m. on Christmas Eve, December 24.

e)	No person shall consume nor shall any on-sale licensee permit any consumption of intoxicating liquor or 3.2 percent malt liquor in an on-sale licensed premises more than 15 minutes after the time when a sale can legally occur.

f)	No on-sale licensee shall permit any glass, bottle, or other container containing intoxicating liquor or 3.2 percent malt liquor to remain upon any table, bar stool, or other place where customers are served, more than 15 minutes after the time when a sale can legally occur.

g)	No person, other than the licensee and any employee of the licensee, shall remain on the on-sale licensed premises more than 15 minutes after the time when a sale can legally occur.
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
