Section 400 - Building code


400.01.  (Repealed, Ord. No. 03-07)

400.02.  (Added, Ord. No. 03-07)  Subdivision 1.  Codes adopted by reference.  The Minnesota State Building Code, as adopted by the Commissioner of Labor and Industry pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Chapter 326B, including all of the amendments, rules and regulations established, adopted and published from time to time by the Minnesota Commissioner of Labor and Industry, through the Building Codes and Standards Unit is hereby adopted by reference with the exception of the optional chapters, unless specifically adopted in this section.  The Minnesota State Building Code is hereby incorporated in this Section as if fully set out herein.  (Amended, Ord. 2009-03, Sec. 1)

Subd. 2.  Application, administration and enforcement.  The application, administration, and enforcement of the code shall be in accordance with the Minnesota State Building Code.  The code may be enforced within the extraterritorial limits permitted by Minnesota Statutes Section 326B.121, subdivision 2(d), when so established by ordinance and with the permission of the township board.  (Amended, Ord. 2009-03, Sec. 1)

The code enforcement agency of this city is called the building department.

This code is enforced by the Minnesota Certified Building Official designated by the city to administer the code in accordance with Minnesota Statutes Section 326B.133, subdivision 1.  (Amended Ord. 2009-03, Sec. 1)

	Subd. 3.  Permits and fees.  The issuance of permits and the collection of fees shall be as authorized in Minnesota Rules Chapter 1300.  (Amended, Ord. 2009-03, Sec. 1)

Permit fees will be assessed for work governed by this code in accordance with the fee schedule adopted by the city.  In addition, a surcharge fee will be collected on all permits issued for work governed by this code in accordance with Minnesota Statutes Section 326B.148.  (Amended, Ord. 2009-03, Sec. 1)

	Subd. 4.  Violations and penalties.  A violation of the code is a misdemeanor (Minnesota Statutes Section 326B.082, subdivision 16).  (Amended, Ord. 2009-03, Sec. 1)

	Subd. 5.  Building code optional chapters.  The Minnesota State Building Code, Minnesota Rules Chapter 1300, allows the city to adopt by reference and enforce certain optional chapters of the most current edition of the Minnesota State Building Code.  (Amended, Ord. 2009-03, Sec. 1)

The following optional provisions identified in the most current edition of the State Building Code are hereby adopted and incorporated as part of the building code for the city of Sandstone.

a)	Appendix Chapter J – (Grading) of the 2006 International Building Code.  (Amended, Ord. 2009-03, Sec. 1)
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400.03.  Organization and enforcement.  Subdivision 1.  The organization of the building department and enforcement of the code is as established by Chapter 1 of the UBC 1997 Edition.  The code is enforced within the incorporated limits of the city, and may be enforced by ordinance in the extraterritorial limits permitted by Minnesota Statutes, section 16B.62, subdivision 1.  (Amended, Ord. No. 99-02, Sec. 2)

Subd. 2.  The building department is the enforcement agency for the city of Sandstone.  The administrative authority is pursuant to a joint powers agreement.  A copy of the joint powers agreement is in appendix II of this code.  (Amended, Ord. No. 99-02, Sec. 2)

Subd. 3.  The building official issues tags for building code violations, but must clear such issuance with the city administrator.

Subd. 4.  Permits, inspections, fees and surcharge.  The issuance of permits and collection of fees is as authorized in Minnesota Statutes, section 16B.62, subdivision 1 and as provided for in Chapter 1 of the 1997 uniform building code and Minnesota Rules, parts 1305.0106 and 1305.0107.  (Amended, Ord. No. 99-02, Sec. 3)

Subd. 5.  Permit fees are set forth in appendix II.  Fees for one and two family dwellings and their accessory buildings shall be as outlined in schedule A.  Fees for all other structures are as outlined in schedule B.  Fees for maintenance and manufactured home permits will be according to schedule C.  (Amended, Ord. No. 99-02, Sec. 3)

Subd. 6.  Surcharge.  In addition to the permit fees, the applicant must pay a surcharge to be remitted to the Minnesota Department of Administration as prescribed by Minnesota Statutes, section 16B.70.  (Amended, Ord. No. 96-1, Sec. 2)

400.05.  Licensed activities.  Except as otherwise provided in this section, it is unlawful to perform a work subject to the provisions of the building code unless that person is currently licensed to do so under applicable provisions of this code or state law.  Such work includes, but is not limited to, electrical installations, plumbing, gas appliance installation, high pressure steam fitting installation and elevator construction.

400.07.  Permit fees.  Subdivision 1.  General rule.  It is unlawful for any person to perform work subject to the building code for which a permit is required without having obtained such permit and paid the fees required by appendix II of the code.  The building inspector must establish a system for the issuance of required permits in accordance with the building code and appendix II.
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	Subd. 2.  Time limits.  If the construction or alteration for which a building permit was issued is not commenced within 180 days after the date of the issuance of the permit, the permit expires.  Construction in R-1 and R-2 zoning districts must be completed as to the exterior appearance within 12 months of the date of issuance of a permit.

400.09.  Penalties.  It is unlawful for any person to erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, move, improve, remove, convert, or demolish, equip, use, occupy or maintain any building or structure in the city, or cause the same to be done contrary to or in violation of any provision of the building code embodied in this section.  Each day during which a violation of the building code is committed, continued or permitted, constitutes a separate offense.

400.11.  Exceptions; owner-occupied single family dwellings.  Subdivision 1.  Buildings.  Permits may be issued to make repairs, additions, replacements and alterations to the plumbing, heating or electrical systems of single family dwelling structures used exclusively for living purposes and accessory buildings thereto.  All such work in connection therewith may be performed only by a person who is a bona fide owner of such dwelling and a resident therein, or a member of the owner-occupant's immediate family.

Subd. 2.  Family defined.  For purposes of this subsection, the term "immediate family" means a parent, children by birth or adoption, or their spouse living in the dwelling.

Subd. 3.  Other code provisions.  Other provisions of the building code regulating the work permitted by this subsection must be complied with.

Subd. 4.  Description.  When an application is made for a permit for work permitted by this subsection, the applicant must file with the inspector of buildings an affidavit stating that the applicant or the member of the applicant's immediate family who is to do the work is qualified to perform it.

400.13.  Numbering of houses and buildings.  Subdivision 1.  Numbers required.  The owner and each and every occupant of a house or commercial building in the city must place on the front of each such house or commercial building, suitable house or building numbers, large enough to be read from the street upon which the house or commercial building is located.  The buildings must be numbered in accordance with the instructions of the building inspector.

Subd. 2.  Duties of inspector; enforcement.  The building inspector must enforce this section.  The inspector must give the owner or occupant of any house or commercial building that does not conform with this section 15 days' written notice within which to comply with the terms of this subsection.

400.15.  (Added, Ord. No. 182)  Street names; house numbers.  Subdivision 1.  Purpose.  To facilitate the easier location of residences and businesses in the city, by the public, by utility companies, and emergency vehicles, and for the protection and safety of the citizens of Sandstone, the streets and properties and principal buildings are to be uniformly named and numbered, as shown on that certain map identified as the city of Sandstone Street Name Map and index of all property numbers on file in the city clerk's office.  The map and numbering index is adopted and made part of this subsection.

Subd. 2.  Assignment of street names.  

a)	East-west through roadways are known as "streets" and north-south through roadways are known as "avenues."  Other through roadways are designated "roads" as indicated on street name map.

b)	Non-through roadways are known as "places."

c)	North-south avenues east of Main and north of Division Street will have the designation "north" on street names.  North-south avenues east of Main and south of Division Street will have "south" designated as part of part of street names.

d)	The following named streets are hereby designated as indicated:

		Bluff Av. be designated as RIVER BLUFF AV.
		Minnesota St. be designated as TAYLOR ST.
		Fourth St. S. be designated as HOOVER ST.
		Fifth St. S. be designated as EISENHOWER ST.
		Sixth St. S. be designated as COLLIDGE ST.
		Roadway being developed within Skunk Creek Properties be designated as QUARRY PL.
		East-west road in northeast and southeast quarter of section 10 be designated as OLD WAGON RD.
		Spring St. be designated as ASH AV.
		Olive St. be designated as BIRCH AV.
		W. Third St./Golf Court Road be designated as GROUSE ST.
		W. Sixth St. be designated as JAY ST.
		W. Seventh St./Cedar St. be designated as LARK ST.
		Walnut St. be designated as MALLARD PL.
		Maple St. be designated as ORIOLE ST.
		Ida St. be designated as ROBIN ST.
		Main St. N. from Sixth St. to Eighth St. be designated as ANGLE AV.
		Main St./Main Av. from Taylor St. (previously Minnesota) to 6th St. be designated as MAIN
		Government Rd. be designated as OLD MILITARY RD.

Subd. 3.  Future assignment of street names.  Roadways to be named in the future must follow the existing street naming system as shown on the street name map.  Street names to be designated in the future will follow the alphabetical and numbering sequence developed in the street name map and use the street name themes in accordance with existing street names in the city.
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	Subd. 4.  Assignment of property numbers.  Properties or principal buildings within the city will hereafter be identified by reference to the uniform numbering system.  Numbers will be assigned using one whole number for each 25 foot frontage interval.  Uniform block of 100 numbers per block exist where possible.  Buildings on the north and east side of roadways bear even numbers.  Buildings on the south and west side of roadways bear an odd number.

	Subd. 5.  Display of numbers.  

		a)	Each principal building must bear the number assigned to the frontage on which the front entrance is located.

		b)	If a principal building is occupied by more than one business or family dwelling unit, each separate front entrance of such building must bear a separate property number.

		c)	Mobile home parks within the city must carry a constant numbering system for each lot, and such number must be placed by a sign or plaque located upon each mobile home in the same location and height so that it may be readily seen.

		d)	The owner, lessor, or occupant of every house, industrial, or commercial or other building must have proper house or building numbers by affixing such numbers made of a durable material.

		e)	Property numbers should be no less than four inches in height, in easy to read block style letters.  Numbers will be in a contrasting color to the base to insure visibility.

		f)	Property numbers should be placed so as to be easily seen from the street.  The numbers must be conspicuously placed immediately above, or at the side of the proper door of each building so that the number can be seen plainly from the street line.  Whenever any building is situated where the house number is not easily visible from street, numbers will be placed near the walk, driveway or common entrance to such building and upon a gate post, fence, tree, post, or other appropriate place for visibility from roadway.

		g)	A property owner of improved property has 60 days after the implementation of new street names and numbers to purchase and display in a conspicuous place on said property the number assigned.  In the case of numbers assigned after implementation of street names and property numbers owners will have 30 days to affix property numbers to said structure.  The owner must remove any different number which might be mistaken for, or confused with, the official number assigned to the structure.  

		h)	The cost of numbers is to be paid for by the property owner.
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	Subd. 6.  Numbers for future buildings.  Residences and business buildings erected after November 29, 1995 will be assigned a number in accordance with the property numbering map and must purchase and display such number as provided for in the previous section.

	Subd. 7.  Administration.  The building inspector is responsible for maintaining the street naming and numbering system.  In the performance of this responsibility the building inspector must be guided by the provisions of this subsection.  The Building Inspector must keep a record of all numbers assigned under this subsection.  The building inspector must issue to any property owner, a specific numerical address to each principal building or separate front entrance to such building, without charge, in accordance with the official numbering system.  
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
