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REGULAR MEETING
7-18-12

CALL TO ORDER
Mayor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL
Members present:  Tauer, Kester, Atterbury, Stadin, and Bonander
Members absent:  None
Staff present:  Administrator Griffith, Recording Secretary Orr
Others Present:  Liesel Schmidt, Deputy Gary Frehse, Deputy Noah Heiller

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to make additions to the agenda of 9K Resolution acknowledging the donation from Sandstone Lions Club and 13E People Service operation report. 
Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS
Deputy Frehse gave the report of the sheriff’s calls.  There were 135 calls.  He also announced his retirement effective 8-11-12.  New Deputy Noah Heiller will assume job duties as of 8-12-12.  He will cover the Sandstone area.  He will work until other shift bids come in and are evaluated. 
Kester asked about the sniffing (huffing) of Freon that has been a concern recently.  Deputy Heiller gave a report on this issue.
Staff expressed his appreciation for an excellent job done by Deputy Frehse.   He has been very prompt in responding and in communicating with the City. 

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS
Bonander gave brief report of Quarry Days. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES
Motion Stadin, second Tauer to approve the meeting minutes for July 5, 2012.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING
There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA
Bonander requested that items 9D, E, F, G, &H be separated as he must recuse himself from a vote on Quarry day approvals.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the following items: Approve hire of Jake Keller as probationary firefighter, Approve hire of Travis Keller as probationary firefighter, Authorize quotes for Robinson park plantings, Approve contract with State of MN for reimbursement of up to 50% of costs for Invasive Species removal in Robinson Park, Appoint Peter Spartz to Planning Commission, Accept the donation from Sandstone Lions Club for the Train Park picnic shelter. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Stadin, second Tauer, to approve the remainder of the consent agenda as follows: Approve special events permit for Chamber for Quarry Days, Approve waiver of noise ordinance for Quarry Days, Approve street closures and approve parade routes for Quarry Days, Approve city provision of porta-potties and dumpsters for Quarry Days, Approve charitable gaming-bingo and raffle for Chamber for Quarry Days.   Motion carried 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS
Approve furnace replacement-Art and History Center
The furnace at the History Center needs to be replaced and was the priority item on an energy audit.  This is not a budgeted item.  The Center had received two quotes.

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to approve a contract with Pete Blackwood for the replacement of the furnace at the History Center. Motion carried 5-0. 

Consider contracts for painting the hockey rink and staining the exterior of the Band Shell
The Council had authorized staff to get quotes on painting the boards of the hockey rink in Angle Park.  

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to defer action on consideration of this project until such a time as the City knows whether or not it has been awarded the Trail Improvement Grant.  Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Consider contract with Old School Art Center
Staff presented a request from the Old School Art Center for a contract with the City to provide a venue for cultural, social, and local meeting and activities.   This contract is a method of providing some funds to non-profit entities to whom the City may not make donations.  

Motion Stadin, second Kester to defer any action for 2012 and make discussion of assistance to non-profits and similar entities a part of the 2013 budget discussion and determine at that time if they want to budget funds for this purpose.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consider acceptance of donation of land
Julie Thomas has offered to donate land to the City.  The land is located at the SE corner of the intersection of Palisade and Washington. The 3 lots are undeveloped and zoned residential.  The donor will pay transfer of ownership.  The amount of taxes was not known at the time of the City Council meeting.
The Planning Commission considered this offer and has made a recommendation that the City support the acceptance of the donation if there are no covenants placed on the property restricting its future use.

Motion Stadin, second Kester to accept the donation on the condition that there are no covenants or restrictions on its future use.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consider authorizing quotes on street improvement project
Staff informed the City Council that there are 2 intersections that usually have standing water after a rain.  These are Court and Minnesota and Washington and Pine.  The engineer has reviewed the drainage and has a proposal for how these improvements could be made.  Engineers say that cross gutters can be put in on Minnesota and do some re-paving.

Motion Stadin, second Kester to direct the engineer and staff to proceed with getting quotes for the work to be done for review by the Council..  Motion carried 5-0.

Consider acting as pass-through finance agent for PHASE
PHASE is looking to refinance one of their buildings.  PHASE has requested the City under a Joint Powers agreement with the County act as the pass-through agent for the refinancing of the Beroun facility.  The city has acted in this capacity before with PHASE and with Northwoods.  There is no out-of-pocket expense to the City.

Motion Stadin, second Kester to agree to act as pass-through finance agent for PHASE subject to the Joint Powers Agreement and the necessary County approvals and the approval of the City’s bond counsel. Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept reports as follows:  Paid claims, Park & Recreation Commission, Planning Commission, and Vehicle Inspections.  Motion carried 5-0.
Staff spoke about vehicle inspection and that the insurance company requires inspection on all vehicles older than 10 years.   This report has to be submitted to the insurance company. 

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS
Department of Health report
Televising of sanitary sewer lines was done and some deficiencies were found.  There was a rock found in one of the lines.  This line was done in the 1970’s and it was done with clay.  The report must be kept on file and made available for public review for not less than 10 years.  

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT 
The first Library Space meeting is set for July 18.  Next Thriving Community session will be in August.
There have been 3 negotiation sessions with Essentia.  There are 2 main areas of disagreement.  There is a short period of time available to complete the work on a new lease. There is a court date set for a cost recovery hearing regarding the Milk Drying Plant.
