CALL TO ORDER:  7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  
Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve the agenda with the following additions: Approve contract with PHASE for cemetery & Wild River lawn care; Amend dates of Special Event Permit for PaddleFest to May 10-12.  Motion carried 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Jill Warner gave a report on county efforts regarding economic development.  She handed out charts with statistics from UM Extension for the county’s development growth.  She noted that the casino numbers are not in the chart and not all prison statistics either.  Pine County had this preliminary work conducted and the casino funded the work.  There will be monthly meetings.  
Staff inquired of her about the Buy Local program; she stated that she has been meeting with many community groups.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Bonander reported that he has forwarded comments regarding the railroad tracks needing to be repaired. 
Kester reported on Quarry Days, he stated that there was a meeting last night and more picnic tables are being delivered.  There is a need for a fireworks quote.  The Catholic Church is no longer having a stand this year and there may be a canopy set up in that space for shade purposes.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve the meeting minutes for April 17 and April 23, 2013 Board of Review.  Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA:

Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve consent agenda: Set Public Hearing date for unpaid city services for June 5; Approve contract with PHASE for cemetery & Wild River lawn care; Amend date of Special Event Permit for PaddleFest to May 10-12.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Kester, second Stadin to approve and pay Claims. Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Discuss 2013 Street work and authorize receipt of quotes-
The Council levies funds each year for street maintenance activities.  The Council has been reviewing a list provided by staff.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to obtain quotes on a block by block basis for removal and new pavement on alleys from 2nd St. to 6th St. Jefferson.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to obtain quotes on overlaying Washington-Palisade to Pine, Washington-Hwy123 to Court, Division-Palisade to Pine.  Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Authorize hire of summer Public Works Laborer
The Personnel Committee reviewed and ranked six applications and will interview two candidates on May 2.  

Motion Bonander, second Kester to authorize Personnel Committee to offer the position to best candidate subject to pre-employment physical and drug test.  Starting date is determined by supervisor. Motion carried 3-1.

Consider award of Fire Hall improvements
The City Engineer recommends placing a vapor barrier on the interior adding insulation and then covering that insulation. This will keep both the moisture from migrating out through the block causing deterioration and it should improve the energy efficiency of the building.  
The City received three quotes which were provided for review.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to contract with Degerstrom Construction to proceed with work on the bay area and not the meeting room area, also, having the City notify the townships that the city will pay for the improvement with its own funds and deduct those costs from the amount the City owes the new Building Improvement Fund.  Motion carried 4-0.

Accept resignation of Fire Chief Degerstrom
Mr. Degerstrom has submitted his resignation from the Fire Chief position.  Andy Spartz, Assistant Fire Chief, will serve as Chief until a new Chief is appointed.  

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to accept the resignation of Ross Degerstrom as Sandstone Fire Chief. Motion carried 4-0.

Authorize quotes for work on roads in cemetery
The city has not made any improvements to the roadways in the cemetery for many years.  As the roadways are not constructed over a base they are not holding up well to the increasing number and weight of the vehicles using the cemetery.  
Motion Devlin, second Bonander to authorize the Administrator to develop a plan to have the City Public Work’s crew upgrade the roadways in the cemetery.  Motion carried 4-0.



Authorize landscape work
There is an on-going need of maintenance for certain landscape work around City Hall, Wild River and the freeway.  The summer laborer that is to be hired will probably be spending most of their time mowing; it will leave minimal time for maintenance work.

Motion Kester, second Stadin to grant permission to hire a contractor on an as needed basis for certain landscape maintenance activities at public locations.  Motion carried 4-0.
