PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Kester, second Tauer to accept the agenda for June 6 with the deletion of 7A-Approve Meeting Minutes of May 19, 11A-Approve furnace replacement for Art and History Center and 12C-Consider contract for fence work at old public works site. Motion carried 4-0. 
SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Audit
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the 2011 Audit. Motion carried 4-0. 
PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Deputy Frehse stated that there had been a total of 136 calls for the month of May. Of these, 3 were alarms, 3 were animal related, 2 were attempted pick-ups, 3 were burglaries, 6 were civil matters, 5 were check-welfares, 2 were prank calls, 13 were damages to property, 12 were disturbances, 4 were frauds, 1 was an order violation, 4 were suspicious persons or vehicles, 1 were threats, and 27 were traffic stops. He noted that his final day will be August 11. 
Stadin noted that the feral cats are bad in several locations around town. 
Rose Spencer gave an update on the Golf Course. She noted that there will be a Grand Opening on June 16th. She also added that there had been some confusion about the Golf Course sign on the Laundromat property. The Administrator clarified that she can place her sign there because it is directional and is within the outlines of the sign ordinance. 
Tauer reminded the public that on June 12 the Neighborhood Watch is hosting a party in the Train Park. Anyone is welcome and asked to bring a covered dish to share. 
Bonander noted that he had received several complaints on the sound at Council meetings. He added that he was the new Chamber president and that the Chamber was having a meeting at the Golf Course at noon on Wednesday, June 13th. 
PUBLIC HEARING

There was none.
CONSENT AGENDA

Bonander requested Item 9E – meeting date be considered separately.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Appoint election judges for 2012 elections, 9B-Approve cemetery deed and acknowledge receipt of perpetual care payment N1/4 of Lot 33, Section F, 2nd Addition-Gutknecht, 9C-Adopt Resolution 2012-16-Establish limited clean up and property damage protection for sewer back-ups and water main breaks, 9D-Approve three year Assessment Agreement with Pine County, 9F-Approve porta-potty at softball fields for season, 9G-Pay Sandstone Township, Rydberg and North Pine Aggregate for Class V work on Old Military Road. Motion carried 4-0. 
Motion Kester, second Bonander to amend consent agenda item 9E and move the July 4 regular meeting to Thursday July 5. Motion carried 4-0. 

FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT
Motion Bonander, second Tauer to approve and pay claims in the amount of $73,744.72. Motion carried 4-0. 
OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS

There was none. 

NEW BUSINESS

Golf Course-remedial action
The City closed on the sale of the Golf Course on May 31. One of the items included in the sale was a mower that was purchased with the 2007 B Equipment Certificates issued by the City. The Council needs to take action to use some of the proceeds from the sale of the property to prepay that portion of the 2007 B Certificates relating to the mower. This will help avoid any tax consequences for the buyer and any questions relating to the private use of tax exempt financing by the City. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve Resolution 2012-17 which approves the remedial action certificate and authorizes the Mayor and Administrator to take those actions necessary to execute and carry out required actions in the certificates. Motion carried 4-0. 

Golf Course-repay EDA Loan
The Golf Course, which was officially sold on May 31, has an outstanding EDA loan in the amount of $56,741.01. The City needs to repay the loan from the proceeds of the sale.

Motion Kester, second Tauer to approve the transfer of $56,741.01 from the Golf Fund (613) to the EDA Loan Fund (226). Motion carried 4-0.

Capital Improvements-Picnic shelter roofing
The Council previously authorized Staff to get quotes on replacement of the picnic shelter roofs in the Train Park and Johnson Park. Staff received two quotes. The Council budgeted money in the Capital Projects and in the General Fund Parks for improvements such as this. 
Motion Stadin, second Tauer to authorize a contract with Brian Beck to replace the two picnic shelter roofs. Motion carried 4-0. 

Capital Improvements-Wild River parking lot

The Council authorized Staff to get quotes on replacement of the Wild River senior building parking lot. The City has $30,000 budgeted for street improvements in the community. Staff received three quotes. 
Stadin stated that the cost of replacing the parking lot would account for most of that portion of the budget and that the EDA should pay for it. Bonander countered that it has be to done anyways. Tauer agreed with Stadin by adding that since the EDA owns it, the EDA should pay for it. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to authorize a contract with R&R Construction to replace and repair the senior building parking lot and driveway. Motion failed 1-3. 

Motion Kester, second Bonander to defer discussion of the Wild River senior building parking lot project until the June 20 meeting. Motion carried 4-0.

Membership

The Council budgets every year for paying dues to a number of organizations whose services benefit the community. As an example, the League provides services and lobbying for the City. The Administrator has the discretion to approve these memberships and is asking for the Council’s opinions on joining the Coalition of Greater Minnesota Cities. This coalition provides research and advocacy for the Cities who are involved. They specialize in representing outstate cities. The cost of membership will be $1,076 for the first year, and $4,000 in 2013. Bonander noted that he would be interested in trying it out for a year and discontinuing the membership if desired.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to enter a new membership with the Coalition of Greater Minnesota Cities for one year. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the reports as follows:  Summary of paid claims and PeopleService operations report-May 17. Motion carried 4-0.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

Staff noted that the City closed on the Golf Course sale on May 31, 2012 and that the first Thriving Communities session was June 5. He added that the first Library space meeting will be on June 7. Also, there is an online LMC Land use training, Election Judge training on June 14th and 20th and a negotiating session with Essentia and the Hospital District on June 12th.
